Course Description: This course introduces the microeconomic framework used to understand decisions
of individuals and firms. The material will offer an an economic perspective on a wide range of issues
related to the interaction of consumers, firms, and governments. Building on the knowledge acquired in
ECNS 101, this course will dive deeper into the foundations of microeconomic models and present more
rigorous problems and applications.

Prerequisites: ECNS 101 (Economic Way of Thinking), Math 121 (College Algebra)

Textbook and Materials:

1. Mankiw, Principles of Microeconomics, current edition: Optional, older editions are accept-
able. All required material will be covered in class.

2. D2L: I will post notes and other course materials on this page. In addition, all homeworks and quizzes
will be posted and should be submitted via D2L.

Assignments and Grading:

e Homework: Homework will be due nearly every week. All assignments will be posted on the course
website. Full credit for a genuine attempt at the homework, no credit for partially completed assign-
ments.

— Homeworks will not be corrected — see posted answer keys for correct answers.

— Two assignments will be accepted late until the last day of class. Please let me know via email if
you submit an assignment late.

e Experiments: Throughout the course, we will conduct experiments that relate to our lecture material.
Experiments will be graded primarily on in-class participation and performance. Dates are subject to
change and will be announced at least a week in advance.

e In-class exercises: You will work collaboratively with other students in the class to solve problems
related to the course material. You will be evaluated on your effort (by turning in an attempt at the
assignments) and your engagement with others in your group.

e Quizzes: To keep you on track with the course and check your initial understanding of each week’s
new material, a short quiz (on D2L) will be due each Sunday by 11:59pm. You may use any materials
you like (notes, videos, textbook, etc.). Quizzes will be auto-graded. The lowest two quiz scores will
be dropped.
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e Midterm and Final: There are two exams in this course, a midterm and a final. As specified by
Student Code 310.D of the MSU Student Conduct Code, students must take exams when scheduled.
If an unavoidable scheduling conflict arises, students should inform me at least one week prior to the
exam to take it early. I do not allow make-up exams.

Grading Policy: Homework (10%); in-class exercises (10%); experiments (10%); quizzes (20%), Midterm
(25%), Final (25%).
